These windows have the traditional looks but none of the
problems. For homeowners seeking to replace worn, tired and draughty sash windows
they're a superb choice.

Period style, authentic detail

The Spectus vertical slider combines perfect proportions, penod delails and traditional
techniques. Both frames and sashes can be mechanically jointed, avoiding the ‘giveaway’
milred weld of PYC-U. Sash horns are parl of the sash, not an aflerthought. Georgian
bars are milled for a superh fit. Deep bottom rails and a cheice of sashes give impeccable
sightlines. Traditional box-sash dimensions, hardware and glonous penod colours - it's
encugh to mell the heart of the toughest planning officer.

Conservation and planning

We've warked hard to get every detail of our vertical sliders perfect because we know that in
the past, planning autharities haven't been keen on PYC-U for herilage properiies and those
in conservation areas.

We belizve in replicating the tradilional looks and enhancing window performance, and we're
happy o say thai more and more planning authonities agree. Often, they only need to leamn
more aboul the Spectus vertical shider (o be convinced.

Our windows can be fully mechanically joinled, achieving the appearance of a imber frame’s
construction.

Window operation
and aftercare

Unlocking, opening and closing

Verlical sliders are secured using snail camls] fitted Lo the lap face of the botlom sash.
Simply turn the lever or the key to release the cam from ils keep

Use the sash lilts or pull rings fitted to the sashes Lo slide the bottorn sash upwards
ar the top sash downwards. Avoid pulling on any Georgian bars fitted to the window

To close, simply slide both sashes fully closed and re-engage the snail camls).

Safety restrictors

When sprung outwards, they prevent sashes opening more than a set amount. Terming
the key retracts and secures the stops allowing the sashes to slide past and open fully

Ventilation

Trickle ventilation units have a slide-open-and-closed operation. Take care not to damage

the unit when sliding the bottom sash up.




Tilt-open facility

To prevent any damage to the window's restrictors, it's imporiant to do things in the right order

Make sure that the snail cams are unlocked and in the open position
Use the sah hooks or sash lills to slide the bottom sash upwards by about 100mm

Mow, slide both the Ll calches inwards [that's towards each other] this will release
the top of the sash.

Pull the top of the window towards you while supporling its weight, until it rests
on its restrictors

Slide down the top sash, again by about 100mm using the ring pulls or sash lifts.
Slide the lilt catches inwards to release

Pull the top of the sash towards you, again supporting its weight until it rests on
its resknctors.

To close, reverse the steps above. You will hear the tilt catches spring back into position.
Once they are in place, the top and bottom sashes can be sbid up and down again

Cleaning and maintenance

All parts of the windows thal are exposed when lhey are closed should be washed using
soapy waler Use a soft cloth and dry them aflerwards. Don'l use anything abrasive.

Any parls of the window that are exposed when the windows are open should be wiped
clean to remove any grit, debris and grime.

Make sure that any drainage channels are clear

Remove any debris from the pile sealant [a vacuum cleaner with a nozzle works great).
Lubricate the sliding mechanism with a bit of mulli purpose grease.

Apply at bittle ight machine il to the hardware.
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
